Our Stormwater Local Assistance Fund (SLAF) provides: 
· Funds for planning, design and implementation of      

stormwater BMPs and nutrient credit purchases 

· Grants for up to 75% of your project cost 
· Below market rate loans may be available for grant   

matching 

· Local governments are eligible to apply
